1982
David Regan, LS 12236, found a 1/2” iron pipe in the centerline of a township road (running north and south) and the westerly extension of the centerline of County Road 13.  He removed the 1/2” iron pipe and set a cast iron monument and filed a Certificate of Location (#163362).
