County Engineer’s Notebook No. 237 contains survey for CSAH 4 running west to east on section line.  Notes show no corner, but stationing gives distances to a spike set as POT on assumed ¼ line of 2675.3 feet to the NW corner and 2672.2 feet to the NE corner. 

2003
Surveying & Engineering Professionals found a ½ “ iron pipe.  They measured 5347.06 feet between section corners and found the iron pipe to be 0.03 feet south and 0.32 feet west of the lost position.

County Coordinates obtained by GPS to ½ “ iron pipe.

Measured 2673.26 feet to the NW corner and 2673.82 feet to the NE corner.  It is apparent that the ½ “ iron pipe was set at the lost position.  The lost position is 2 feet west of the assumed corner by Elletson in 1939.  Accepted that the corner is correctly set by lost method.
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
