Surveying & Engineering Professionals found a CIM.  They measured 2654.97 feet to the NE corner and 2660.44 feet to the NW corner of Section 36.  Corner is 6.7 feet south 2.9 feet east of the lost position.

CIM is accepted as marking the obliterated position for this corner.  Coordinates obtained by GPS coincide with 2004 position.
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
