1982
David Regan, LS 12236, found a RR spike in the centerline of County Road 13 (running east and west) and a fence line from the north.  He removed the RR spike and set a cast iron monument and filed a Certificate of Location (#163363).

William Lunser, LS 9394, notes that the distance between the East ¼ corner of Section 14, a cast iron monument, and the NE corner is 2722.94 feet, per Certificate of Location (#173434).
