Paul Wellen’s, LS 10461, records show the corner was set lost.  He notes a distance of 5293.00 feet between the corners.

Paul Wellen notes in Book 10, page 116 gives a distance of 2646.71 feet to the NE corner Sec 10.

1985
David Regan, LS 12236, found a 1/2” iron pipe at the centerline of a north/south road and on the right-of-way line of a road west.  He set a cast iron monument at the corner location and filed a Certificate of Location (#176057).

2002
Westwood Professional Services, Inc. found a cast iron monument and 3 previous ties at the intersection of the centerlines of 65th Avenue NW (running north and south) and Barley Road (from the east).  CIM fits the lost position.
