Tom Thiessen (RLS No.16097) set a cast iron monument at the intersection of fence lines from the north/east/west.  He looked for and found no evidence of a corner monument and accepted the fence corner as an obliterated position.  A Certificate of Location (#336349) was filed in Morrison County.

No resurvey information was found on this corner in the Benton County records.

2006
Neither the original government corner post nor bearing or line trees were found.  Westwood Professional Services, Inc. found a CIM at the intersection of fences east, west, and north per Document Number 336349.  This corner location fits the original GLO distance east within 14 feet assuming two 2-pole busts.  Several half-miles along the north County line measure approximately 33 or 66 feet (2 or 4 poles) long of 2640.  I accepted the CIM as marking the obliterated position and obtained updated coordinates.
