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New to voting? Don’t worry—these steps explain the process.

GO TO YOUR POLLING PLACE

You must vote at your assigned polling place.
It is usually located near where you live.

Find your polling place at mnvotes.org. Most
polling places are open from 7 a.m. to 8 p.m.

SIGN IN OR REGISTER

If you are registered to vote, your name will
be on a list of voters. You just need to write
your signature next to your name. If you are
registered, you do not need to show ID when
you sign in.

If you did not register before Election

Day, you must show proof of your current
address. For example, you can show a
current Minnesota driver’s license or state
ID. Or you can show a photo ID that has your
old address, along with a bill that shows your
current address.

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VOTE

You will vote in a private area, and your vote is secret. Vote with a
pen or pencil, and completely fill in the oval next to your choice.

The ballot instructions will say how many candidates you can choose
for each office. Usually it will say to ‘choose one. Some local offices
may have more than one seat to fill.

Your ballot will count even if you do not vote on every race or ballot
question.

TAKE YOUR BALLOT TO THE BALLOT BOX

After you have voted, put your ballot in the ballot-counter machine.
Be sure to get your “I Voted” sticker before you leave!

VOTE EARLY WITH AN ABSENTEE BALLOT

You can vote early at your local elections office. You can also apply
to have an absentee ballot sent to you in the mail. To find your local
elections office or to request an absentee ballot, visit mnvotes.org.

TIME OFF WORK TO VOTE
You have a right to time off work to vote, without losing
your pay, personal leave, or vacation time.
